Students and Faculty of New York University:

At approximately 6:30 this afternoon, a dining hall
employee at Hayden Residence Hall was mugged
while leaving the building on Washington Square
West. The victim fought off the assailant, but suffered
several stab wounds. Fortunately, he was quickly
transported to a local hospital and is currently in
stable condition.

The NYPD has begun investigating the incident and,
with the help of campus security, already has several
suspects in custody.

Although we are confident that the assailant will
be brought to justice, we want to remind the NYU



community of a similarly alarming incident that
occurred almost 13 years ago involving a group of
NYU freshmen and a young girl who escaped from
the Psychiatric Ward at Bellevue Hospital. The girl
terrorized the students by Washington Square Park
and they have been missing ever since.

We at NYU Public Safety just want to remind you to
be especially careful when walking around at night,
on and off campus. Always travel with a friend and
if you see something suspicious, report it. It is very
important that you follow these policies.

Such policies could have prevented countless attacks,
such as the one that occurred on that very same night
13 years ago when a Gallatin teaching assistant was
lured into an abandoned warehouse downtown by a
mysterious hooded man. According to the NYPD,
the man actually turned out to be a half-dead little
girl in disguise, hell-bent on avenging her and her
parents’ untimely death. Unfortunately, the only



thing police found of the teaching assistant was his
NYU ID, held tightly by a severed, blood-soaked
hand.

We want to reiterate that it is imperative that you
always monitor your surroundings and be on the
lookout for suspicious activity. You are as much
responsible for your own safety as you are for the
safety of your peers.
